Instructions for Completing the Chemical Waste Tag

Waste tags must be attached at the time waste is first placed into the container. Regulations
require specific information to appear on the labels of waste container. Completing and
attaching a waste tag to the container will assist in complying with all applicable regulations.

All waste containers must be tagged

Item Number — This number should
correspond to the item number on the waste
inventory form.

Building & Room — Indicate the building and
the room where waste is located.

Department — The Department responsible for
the waste

Contact & Phone # - Contact person and
phone number responsible for managing waste.

Chemical Constituents — List all constituents
ensuring that the totals are equal or greater than

100%. Please do not use abbreviations.

pH — All liquids must have pH written on the
tag before the waste can be picked up.
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WASTE container must be
segregated by hazard class.
